Plenary Speakers at Congress 2012

Cynthia J. Neville, FRHistS, FSA Scot.

“The Quality of Scottish Mercy: Royal Letters of Remission
in Medieval Scotland”

Cynthia J. Neville holds the George Munro Chair in History
and Political Economy at Dalhousie University in Halifax.
She has published extensively and spoken at numerous
conferences on various aspects of the legal and social
history of northern England in the period 1200-1500 and,
more recently, on the subject of Gaelic lordship in later
medieval Scotland. She has received many awards and
honours for her work, including this society’s Margret Wade
Labarge prize for her book Native Lordship in Medieval
Scotland. She is currently researching a book-length study
of royal pardon in Scotland between the eleventh and the
sixteenth centuries.

Anna Smol

Anna Smol will deliver the Plenary Address of the Past
President of the Canadian Society of Medievalists. Dr. Smol
served as the President of the Society for three years, 2007-10.
She teaches in the English Department of Mount St. Vincent
University and publishes widely in the fields of Old English,
Medievalism, and Tolkein studies. Her current work focuses
on how and why Beowulf became a children's text, and how
Anglo-Saxonism intersects with concepts of childhood and the
primitive in the 19th - 20th centuries.

The Dictionary of Old English wins a Mellon
Challenge Grant

Dear Colleagues:

We write to enlist your aid. The Dictionary of Old English
project has just succeeded in winning a Mellon Challenge
Grant of $500,000 US over the next five years. However,
each dollar of the grant is released only if the Dictionary
adds a new dollar from other sources. Successfully matching
every dollar of the Mellon Challenge would signal the strong
support the Dictionary enjoys from the community of Anglo-
Saxonists.

Such matching means that what you donate now will have
maximum impact. Every dollar you give will provide two
dollars to the Dictionary; every pound, or euro, or yen will be
a double gift. Your donation will ensure that the work of the
Dictionary continues. Collegial support in the past has done
the project an enormous amount of good with granting
agencies and foundations and within the University of
Toronto itself. You have demonstrated by your generosity
that you, who are best able to judge DOE because you use it
in your research, value it highly. And so we turn to you
again.

This is a particularly exciting time for the project. Following
the publication of DOE: A to G online with its sophisticated
search engine, its electronic links to the OED, and its
bundled bibliographies of Old English texts and Latin
sources, DOE is now implementing links to “Parker on the
Web”, an archive of digitized manuscript images which will
facilitate interpretation of textual difficulties in some
problematic citations. This enhancement will appear when
DOE: A to H is published. The project has been a pioneer in

John Munro elected a Fellow of the Medieval
Academy of America

Congratulations to John Munro (University of Toronto),
who was elected a Fellow of the Medieval Academy of
America at the spring 2011 meeting in Phoenix. The
departmental website reports as follows: “We are very
pleased to announce that Professor Emeritus John Munro
has been elected a Life-Time Fellow of the Medieval
Academy of America, 2011, an honour restricted to only
125 individuals in North America. This is only the most
recent honour in recognition of Professor Munro's research
career. He is also a Life-Time Member of the Comitato
d'Honore of the Fondazione Istituto Internazionale di Storia
Economica 'Francesco Datini da Prato' (Italy) and an
elected Life-Time Member (Foreign) of the Koninklijke
Vlaamse Academie van Belgi€ voor Wetenschappen en
Kunsten (Royal Flemish Academy of Belgium for Science
and the Arts). A festchrift titled "Money, Markets and Trade
in Late Medieval Europe: Essays in Honour of John H.A.
Munro," edited by Lawrin Armstrong, Ivana Elbl and
Martin M. EIlbl, was published by Brill (Leiden,
Netherlands) in 2007.”

CANTUS Database Redesign

From Debra Lacoste (University of Waterloo): The
CANTUS Database for Latin Ecclesiastical Chant is
delighted to announce that a grant from The Andrew W.
Mellon Foundation is funding the redesign of CANTUS at
the University of Waterloo (Canada). In order to maintain
its usefulness as one of the most lauded online Gregorian
chant research tools, this digital archive of medieval
manuscript indices has been redeveloped with up-to-date
software. There is now great potential for new analytical
and data-entry tools intended to serve both researchers and
database contributors. CANTUS is affiliated at the
University of Waterloo with the MARGOT research cluster
of medieval digital humanities projects, and is being run
collaboratively by Debra Lacoste (University of Waterloo)
and Jan Koldcek (Charles University, Prague).

PIMS Diploma in Manuscript Studies

The Pontifical Institute of Mediaeval Studies, Toronto is
pleased to offer a new expanded curriculum in Manuscript
Studies leading to a formal Diploma in Manuscript Studies.
The programme consists of five core courses, including
Latin Palaeography, Diplomatics, Codicology, Textual
Editing, and a variable content rubric under which a
number of different special subject courses will be
mounted. Courses will be available on a rotating basis,
with two three-week courses offered each summer. The
venue for teaching will alternate between the Pontifical
Institute in Toronto and the American Academy in Rome, to
take advantage of the unique resources of each institution.
Two streams are available. Students accepted to the
programme may choose either simply to enrol for a single
summer, that is, for the two courses offered any given year.
Or, by taking four courses over two consecutive summers,
and completing a final project, they can qualify for the
Diploma in Manuscript Studies. The courses offered next
year from 4 June - 13 July, 2012 will be MSST 1001:
Codicology and MSST 1003: Textual Editing.

The programme is open to students of any nationality who
are currently enrolled in graduate programmes elsewhere
and who desire to acquire technical skills that their own
universities may not provide, as well as to those who have
already earned their degrees but who would like to enrich
themselves with further training. Tuition is $2,000CAD.
The Pontifical Institute is, however, able to offer 12
scholarships of up to $6,000CAD per year.

Felice Lifshitz Appointed Director of The Medieval
and Early Modern Institute

The Medieval and Early Modern Institute (MEMI) at the
University of Alberta has appointed a new director: Felice
Lifshitz, Professor in the Women's Studies Program and at
the Campus St. Jean (felice lifshitz@ualberta.ca), who has
recently come to the U of A after 22 years at Florida
International University in Miami. The graduate student
board members for this academic year are Liam Farrer
(English and Film Studies), Kristine Kowalchuk (English
and Film Studies), Patrick Kobek (Modern Languages and
Cultural Studies), and Kaitlyn Plumb (History and Classics).

MEMI members have voted to take a more global,
comparative approach to medieval and early modern studies
in the future than has recently been the case. In keeping with
this new focus, the main activity this year will be co-
sponsorship of the History and Classics Graduate Student
Association conference (March 1-2, 2012). The keynote
speaker will be Nadia Altschul (Johns Hopkins University),
whose research bridges disciplinary historiography and
intellectual history, and currently focuses upon postcolonial
studies, temporality, and the “Middle Ages” in Latin
America.
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In memoriam Pietro Boglioni

Pietro Boglioni, professeur d’histoire médiévale au Département d’histoire de I’Université de Montréal, est décédé a
73 ans, le 30 avril dernier, des suites d’un cancer. Pietro Boglioni a commencé ses études dans son Italie natale puis
obtenu une maitrise a 1I’Université de Montréal (1965) et un doctorat a 1I’Université Saint-Thomas de Rome (1971). 11
est ensuite revenu a Montréal pour y enseigner et y est resté jusqu’a la fin de sa vie. Il était un spécialiste de la
religion populaire en Europe médiévale, de ’hagiographie et des miracles dans une perspective d’anthropologie
historique. Tous ceux qui ont connu le professeur Boglioni se souviennent de lui comme d’un orateur hors pair, d’un
raconteur-né et d’un passionné de 1’enseignement. Il faisait de fréquentes apparitions dans les médias pour expliquer
et défendre la civilisation médiévale et était un invité régulier de séries de conférences grand public. Ses publications
et ses travaux de recherche reflétaient bien sa personnalité : il s’est passionné pour I’études des petites gens des
sociétés médiévales et leur expérience humaine. Son intérét pour 1’érudition et la pédagogie se voit dans le volume
qu’il a consacré au phénomene du Code Da Vinci de Dan Brown, qu’il démystifie avec toute 1’aisance d’un véritable
spécialiste de I’histoire du christianisme. Ses efforts de vulgarisation ne 1’ont pas empéché de continuer a analyser
les sources médiévales, et son dernier article est paru quelques mois avant sa mort : « Les problemes de langue dans
les missions du Haut Moyen age d’apres les sources hagiographiques », Hagiographica, vol. 17,2010, p. 39-71. Son
départ crée un énorme vide pour I’Université de Montréal et pour les études médiévales au Québec et au Canada.

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Recent Publications

Sheila Delany (Simon Fraser University) has published a
new book, Anti-Saints: the New Golden Legend of Sylvain
Maréchal (University of Alberta Press, 2011), which she
describes as “not medieval but medievalism, revising and
subverting the arch-medieval genre of hagiography for
revolutionary propaganda”.  Compiled by a radical
journalist and poet in the early days of the French
Revolution, these subversively satirical lives of women
saints sought to win both women and men away from
religion. Though based on authentic hagiography,
Maréchal's "new" legendary introduces a skeptical,
rationalist perspective that anticipates modern critical
approaches. Along with Delany's thorough introduction
and notes, Anti-Saints offers a new perspective on the
cultural climate of the French Revolution and a strikingly
modern contribution to our own public conversation on
religion.

Wesley Stevens (University of Manitoba): "Ars computi
quomodo inventa est” in Zwischen Niederschrift und
Wiederschrift, ed. Richard Corradini et alii (Wien: Die
Osterreichische Akademie, 2010), pp. 29 - 65.

This study explains the diversity and contradictions of
writings about calendar problems in the eighth and ninth
century, the opposition to Bede's work in Charlemagne's
court, confusion and uncertainty of calendar dates in those
decades, and the delayed but eventual success of Alcuin's
students who brought the Bedan explanations into
predominance in the ninth and tenth centuries, especially
through work of Hrabanus Maurus and Walahfrid Strabo.
Appendices present selected texts of computus and
detailed descriptions of several manuscripts.

"Tawney’s Century: (1540 - 1640): the Roots of Modern
Capitalist Entrepreneurship", in The Invention of
Enterprise: Entrepreneurship from Ancient Mesopotamia
to Modern Times, edited by David Landes, Joel Mokyr,

Ses réussites a date comprennent deux projets de grande
envergure financés par la Fondation européenne de la science et
une variété d’autres projets. CARMEN a, essentiellement, deux

CARMEN is the self-proclaimed "Worldwide Medieval
Network". It aims to provide "networking opportunities" for
individuals, programs, and organizations devoted to
"medieval studies" or its constituent disciplines, and claims
to have "access" to 50% of the "global body of about 20,000
researchers" in the Middle Ages. They make the following
statement of intent: "CARMEN successfully promotes the
construction of major scholarly collaborative projects. Its
Executive  Group  directs  strategies, disseminates
information, reports to national associations and major
conferences, and organizes an annual meeting. It assists
nascent projects to reach critical mass and tries to pro-
actively shape research agendas."

CARMEN membership is free of charge, and open to anyone
in the world who expresses an interest.

Its successes to date include two large projects funded by the
European Science Foundation and a variety of smaller
projects. Their role is essentially two-fold: to be proactive in
thinking about how medievalists can apply for major funding
initiatives that are not necessarily aimed at medievalists, and
then in putting together the application "team". They also
provide advice on potential sources of funding and
"partners" for projects that any member might propose, as
well as being a "broker" to help secure English-language
services for those who are not native speakers.

The annual meetings are "marketplaces" where potential
projects are shared/displayed (poster sessions) and
partnerships sought. These usually attract about 60-70
people, and are "very informal". The CARMEN website
also functions as a "virtual marketplace" between meetings.
